The contest promotes precise and effective use of words. The three-part contest consists of multiple-choice
questions covering proofreading, vocabulary, and words that are written from dictation. The vocabulary-building
and spelling components of the contest are important complements to the high school academic curriculum and are
indicative of vocabulary words contained on standardized tests such as SAT, PSAT and ACT.

The Texas Essential Knowledge and Skills are categorized by course area and grade level. The following are course
area abbreviations used for the TEKS in Spelling and Vocabulary:
English Language Arts = ELAR

The following are grade level indicators:

ELAR 1= 9" grade

ELAR 2 = 10" grade

ELAR 3= 11" grade

ELAR 4 = 12" grade

Each TEKS begins with the outline number for the appropriate course level.
