Qualifications -

Any student involved in scholastic journalism in Texas is eligible for the All-State Journalism staff.

Criteria -

Once students have met the initial qualifications, they are eligible to amass points, based on their achievements at
UIL journalism competitions and ILPC and other state or national press association competitions.

Selection -

To be considered as a candidate for the All-State Journalism Staff, the student must complete the application and
provide a letter from the adviser certifying the listed awards.

Deadline -

To apply for the All-State Journalism staff, you must get your application to the UIL office by July 1. Return
